 Attending musical events always was the 
major source of my recreational pleasure, but 

it was a trip to Santa Fe in 1982 that turned my 
interest in opera into an ñaddiction.ò  Since then 
my husband Tim and I have sought out opera 
in many parts of the world.  In addition to go-
ing to Santa Fe almost yearly, weôve been to the 
Met often, the Chicago Lyric, several west coast 
companies, and many opera houses in Europe.  
This spring weôll go to Paris for Robert Wilsonôs 
interpretation of the Ring.
  I am honored to have been elected  pres-
ident of the San Jos® Opera Guild. I am eager 
to contribute to the growth of our guild and I am 
proud of our support of young singers.
