During her early teaching
years, she earned a masterds degree and went on to be-
come the chairwoman of the foreign language depart-
ment. She ended her career in the Los Gatos-Saratoga
High School District Ofyce as director of educational
services. After her 2002 retirement, she continued to
teach as a tutor, meeting most of her students in the
Los Gatos Public Library.

She had a passion for opera and served as presi-
dent of the San Jos® Opera Guild, where she had re-
cently been re-elected to a second term. She was a
longtime subscriber to the San Francisco Opera and
with her husband, Tim, made frequent trips to Santa Fe
and New York as well as to opera companies abroad.

Mrs. Haggerty is survived by her husband Tim, her
father Robert Wilson of Palo Alto and her sister Susan
Wilson of Palo Alto. Her mother, Gladys Wilson, died
in 2006.
